Kurt is still working on the photos. 
 
Referees (Kevin Otto) 
Kevin asked if we have the contract from Justin yet.

Kevin mentioned that the USSF voted on the WYSA versus WSA issue.  The state has not heard from USSF yet.

According to the State, the 
player is on the team when they sign the registration form.  According to EC, it is when the player accepts the 
offer from the coach.  Kevin reported that the level 9 Referee class has been removed and is no longer offered.

Communications (Lynn Lawniczak) 
Lynn stated that the registration forms are in the schools.  She now has the club banner.  Lynn asked if we 
received any registrations.  Kevin stated we have double what we had at this time last year.  Lynn asked when 
we should send the registration forms to the schools again.  The answer was the end of January.  Kevin will send 
a copy of the advertisement that we used in the school news letters last year to Lynn. 
 
Registration (Kevin Otto) 
Kevin passed out his report on the current registration numbers.  We currently have 99 players registered versus 
50 last year at this time. 
 
Team Uniforms and Other discussion 
A discussion was started regarding the new team uniforms for the Classic Teams.  Where should the new logo 
reside on the uniforms?  The answer was on the front of the shirt located on the left chest area.  A question was 
raised on whether or not we could have a third player shirt with a sponsor logo on it that the players can wear at 
tournaments.  It was stated that this has not been allowed in the past.  This prompted a discussion on classic 
teams being sponsored by a business.  Kurt stated that any proposal to change the way the club does things 
needs to be written up and presented to the board.   
 
This led to discussions on why Classic teams need to sell the fund raiser as well as raise funds to pay for 
tournaments.  The concerns about doing this were raised by Jason.  Jason stated that his old club did not do it 
this way and we should not have to either.  Kurt suggested again that it needs to be written up before the board 
can make a decision on it.  Jason stated that the players and parents should be notified before we can tell them 
they need to sell additional fund raising items.  It was explained that the fund raisers are needed to cover the 
cost of the new concession stand, bathrooms, and other upgrades to the facilities.  Jason said that does not 
matter.  The club should have thought of that before doing the upgrades.  His players should not have to pay for 
it.  Jason then continued voicing his concerns on other topics including the lack of updates to the website and 
personal attacks on board members.  After which, Jason left the meeting and did not return. 
 
Registration (Kevin Otto) Resumed 
Kevin asked if Jeff Brightwell is going to coach Classic Girls U12 this year or not?  Kevin has 2 player registration 
forms from his players.  Kevin needs to know where to place them. 
 
Tournaments (Deb Kositzke) 
Kevin and Kurt met with other clubs that have recreational leagues on 11/18.  They are planning for a district 
wide recreational tournament.  The details on how the tournament will work still need to be worked out.  They 
are looking at having over the Fathers day weekend.  We are looking into using GotSoccer.com to schedule the 
tournament games.  Teams from the member clubs do not need to pay for registration.  U12 and up get 
trophies.  U10 and below get ribbons.  The clubs will be responsible for Referee fees for their teams.  Still 
working on names and sponsorships. 
 
Grants and Marketing  
Kurt will meet with Mike Kading (spelling?) to discuss this issue. 
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Fields (Kurt Schodorf)
